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FAITHFUL INSTRUCTIONS

There was a man who got lost in the desert. After wander-
the ing around for a long time his throat became very dry, about
LPASTOR that time he saw a little shack in the distance. He made his
way over to the shack and found a water pump with a small
jug of water and a note. The note read: "pour all the water
into the top of the pump to prime it, if you do this you will get all the water you
need". Now the man had a choice to make, if he trusted the note and poured
the water in and it worked he would have all the water he needed. If it didn’t
work he would still be thirsty and he might die. Or he could choose to drink
the water in the jug and get immediate satisfaction, but it might not be enough
and he still might die. After thinking about it the man decided to risk it. He
poured the entire jug into the pump and began to work the handle, at first
nothing happened and he got a little scared but he kept going and water
started coming out. So much water came out he drank all he wanted, took a
shower, and filled all the containers he could find. Because he was willing to
give up momentary satisfaction, he got all the water he needed. Now the note
also said: after you have finished, please refill the jug for the next traveller.”
The man refilled the jug and added to the note: “ Please prime the pump,
believe me it works”!

We have the same choice to make, do we hold on to what we have
because we don't believe there are better things in store for us, and settle for
immediate satisfaction? Or do we trust God and give up all that we have to
get what God has promised us? | think the choice is obvious. We need to
pour in all the water, trust God with everything. Then once we have experi-
enced what God has to offer, the living water, we need to tell other people,
“Go ahead prime the pump, believe me it works”!

Pastor’sy Corner

e What is the significance of the Liturgical colors?

Anyone who has at least once attended our Church service, has

most likely noticed the beauty and festivity of the vestments. The

diversity of colors is an inalienable part of the liturgical-church sym-

bolism, a way of affecting those praying. Bright and radiant vest-

ments convey the joy and exultation of God’s beauty and greatness,

while dark vestments instill within us a sense of repentance and the

need to return to God. Since ancient times, the liturgical books have

offered flexibility in liturgical color, only specifying whether the

vestments worn for a particular feast or season should be light or

dark. This has led to various local practices over the years. In the

contemporary practice common to many our parishes in America,

there are six basic color groups.

o 1. WHITE is used for Pascha, Nativity, Theophany, Ascension,
and Transfiguration.

e 2. RED-PURPLE- is used for Great Lent (in some places black is
used for Clean Week and Holy Week).

e 3. GREEN for Palm Sunday, Pentecost, and monastic saints.

. 4. BLUE for feasts of the Mother of God.

e 5. RED for feasts of the Holy Cross , St. John the Baptist, mar-
tyrs, and for every day of the Nativity Fast, Apostles' Fast and
Dormition Fast (except during one of the Great Feasts of the
Lord or Theotokos).

e 6. GOLD is used when no other color is called for as it conveys
the riches and glory of God’s Kingdom.

The color of the feast is worn from the vigil the night before the

feastday until the leave-taking of the feast, the final day of the fes-

tal season. The length of these post-feasts vary, and are given in

the liturgical calendar and rubrics. Generally speaking, there is a

post-feast of about a week for each of the twelve major feasts.

Finally, special services like funerals, marriages, and baptisms are

usually served either in white, gold, or the color of the lenten or

festal season.

e What is the Iconostasis ?

Our Holy Church-House of Worship is divided into three sections:
the Narthex, the Naive, and the Altar area (Sanctuary). The Naive
and the Sanctuary are separated by the Iconostasis or Icon Screen.
Yet, the Iconostasis in the Eastern Church exists not to divide the
two sections, but to show the unity that exists between the faithful
and Christ, His Mother, the Saints, and all the Angels.

Originally, the Iconostasis was no more than a low rail or stand dec-
orated with Christian symbols and/or Icons. Around the 14th centu-
ry, the Iconostasis was raised, boasting numerous Icons. This is the
style of Iconostasis that is most prevalent amongst Eastern Chris-
tians in the world today.

The Iconostasis may be either large or small depending on the size
and design of the Church. However, even with such variations,
many of the Icons follow a prescribed pattern: the Icon of Christ is
depicted to the right of the Royal Doors; the Icon of the Virgin
Mother is first next to the Royal Doors on the left; the Icon of the
patron saint is placed next to the Icon of Christ; and the icon to the
left is traditionally (Slavic tradition) that of St. Nicholas of Myra. The
Icons of the Archangels Michael and Gabriel are placed on the dea-
con’s doors although particular deacons from the Eastern Church
tradition may find themselves placed in these locations. The Icons
that run the length of the Iconostasis depict the Twelve Great
Feasts of the Church with the insertion of the Icon of the Mystical
Supper that is placed over the Royal Doors.

The Iconostasis is the ancient “divider” between the Naive and the
Sanctuary in the Eastern Church tradition, developing from its hum-
ble starts into the beautifully constructed, often ornate screens of
today. Although it divides space in the House of Worship, it serves a
greater purpose of uniting humanity with the Divine. For it is in this
unity, that creation rejoices together with the Virgin Mother, the
saints and the angels, proclaiming Christ to be the Savior of all!

e When a Priest or Bishop blesses the people, and this
blessing is being transmitted electronically via television
or video, does that blessing extend to all who witness it,
or only to those within the temple proper?

This is a very good question and one which the Early Church obvi-

ously never had to consider, although there does exist a traditional

teaching to fall back upon. At sites and places of great pilgrimage,
pilgrims who were unable to enter the church due to the size of the
facility and/or sheer number or persons, were still said to have

“participated” in Divine Services even though they were outside the

confines of the church’s temple. Therefore, if you are watching a

live broadcast of Christmas or Paschal services from Vatican or Lviv

(Ukraine) or (whether outside the cathedral on big screens or with-

in your own home) and the Pope or Patriarch blesses the people,

then it seems to me that you may include yourself among those
who are receiving that blessing. This, in my opinion, would also ap-

ply to internet or radio broadcasts. On the other hand, if you have a

VHS or DVD recording of a past service that you like to listen to or

watch on a day when you are unable to attend church, those bless-

ings are not valid because there is no hierarchs ( bishop) or priest
giving a blessing at that exact moment.
