The Divine Liturgy

The place where heaven and earth are united
As a priest, | bear the awesome burden of offering the
Holy Oblation before the Throne of God, on behalf of all
the people whose names | commemorate. | offer the Holy
Oblation for the people who regularly attend the Sunday
and Holy Day Liturgies, for my parents, for our nation,
our civil authorities, our armed forces, for all the clergy,
the church Hierarchs and a bishop who ordained me. |
offer the Oblation for all those who have no one to pray
for them, and for those who have died, but are forgotten.
| offer the Holy Sacrifice for myself.

As a priest, | am a Servant of the Altar, and when |
stand before the holy table | am bound together with
every priest who has ever served, and with everyone who
has laid down his life for Christ, as a martyr. | am bound
to every Christian who has ever lived. | am bound to Christ
in His Eternal Kingdom wherein the Heavenly Banquet is
eternally celebrated, eternally offered, and | am falling
down, together with all the heavenly hosts, in worship of
the Holy Trinity. This offering is not simply a “symbol” or
“memorial” of something that took place in the past, but
a place where we meet the Eternal God, for Christ said,
“he who eats of My Body, and drinks of my Blood, has
life”. Within this celebration we enter into the place
where there is neither time, nor space, and we enter into
the Heavenly Kingdom, where the Church Triumphant (in
heaven) unites with the Church Militant (on earth). We
enter into the Communion of Saints!

Finally, I am a proponent of frequent communion
because we need the Eucharist. It sustains us, encourages
us, fortifies us, heals us, and transforms us. The early
Christians receive whenever they gathered together, for
they knew the communal participation in the Eucharistic
banquet, the Divine Liturgy, was life giving.

Lazarus and the Rich Man.

Today's Gospel reading is Jesus' parable about a "rich
man,” whose name we do not know, and a "poor man,"
named Lazarus. The story shows both men after death,
the rich man in torment, and Lazarus enjoying the comfort
that he was deprived of during his earthly life. The sin of
the rich man in today’s parable was not that he was rich,
but that he failed to share his wealth with the beggar at
his gate. He knew Lazarus, perhaps walked by him every
time he came in or out, but did nothing to relieve his
suffering. The selfishness became the rich man's SELF
condemnation. He put himself in torment because he
blatantly disobeyed God's law to love his neighbor. This
challenging parable urges us to examine our own behavior
and ask how WE use our wealth-whatever size our bank
account may be. Is there a Lazarus in my life? What am |
doing to help? Are we willing to assist our neighbors in
need? Or do we walk by the poor, excusing our own
comfort?

The surprising symbolism of trees in Christianity

These trees speak profound spiritual lessons to us all.
Interestingly enough, the Bible begins with a tree and
ends with a tree, and the Savior of the world dies on a
tree. Simply put, the history of our salvation is intimately
linked to the existence of trees. Here are five common
trees and their respective spiritual significance.

e Aspen - According to one story, all trees bowed in
sorrow after Christ’s death, except the aspen. It
was forever doomed to tremble. Aspen trees
symbolize pride.

e Cedar - The cedar tree is mentioned in the Old
Testament and is frequently used in art as a
symbol of Christ.

e Cypress - Even before Christianity, the cypress
was seen as a symbol of death. It is a dark plant
that once cut, does not spring up again.

e Elm - The elm is known for its beautiful
appearance and marvelous spread of branches.
For this it has become a symbol of dignity and
faithfulness.

e Oak - Some traditions claim the wood of the cross
was made out of an oak tree. It is also viewed as
a strong tree, symbolizing faithfulness and
endurance.
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The CatholiC origihs Of triCk-or-treating.

Around October 31, European Catholics had a tradition of children
visiting houses, begging for treats. While the modern tradition of trick-
or-treating is focused on giving children candy for no apparent
reason, it is in fact based on an earlier tradition

from European Catholics.

November 2 is known in the Catholic Church as

“All Souls Day,” and is dedicated to praying

for the souls

in purgatory. On this day
Catholics pray for their deceased relatives and
friends, often visiting cemeteries to remember e
those who are no longer on this earth.

It is with this celebration that many local

traditions were created and became mingled

with the festivities of All Hallows’ Eve when

immigrants started establishing themselves in

the United States.

In various cultures in Europe there developed a tradition of “souling
and baking “soul cakes” in honor of the faithful departed. These cakes
were baked on All Hallows’ Eve (October 31) and children would go
out on All Saints Day and All Souls Day, begging door-to-door for
1t:h_esz(aj cakes in exchange for praying for deceased relatives and
riends.

Eventually this tradition was morphed in America with other customs,
and after candy manufacturers caught wind of it, the holiday was
monetized and developed into what it is today.

As in so many other cases, the religious origins have turned into
something quite different and trick-or-treating is now entirely
removed from praying for the deceased.

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What is a “Black Mass”?

The satanic ceremony inverts the Catholic liturgy for
its own demonictpurposes. Around Halloween there are often
news reports of “Black Masses” being celebrated. What
exactly is a Black Mass and what is its relation to Catholicism?
A Black Mass is a ceremony typically celebrated by various
satanic groups. It has existed for centuries in different forms
and is directly based on a Catholic Mass.

However, a Black Mass takes the Catholic Mass and
inverts it, intentionally mocking the Catholic celebration.
Participants often use a consecrated Eucharistic host and
desecrate it, using it in obscene ways. This is one of the
reasons why tabernacles in Catholic Churches have locks and
why some parishes have an usher stand next to a communion
line. Both policies aim at protecting the Eucharist from being
used in a Black Mass.

Interestingly enough, former satanist Betty Brennan
said in a talk that many satanists and witches know the
difference between a consecrated host and an unconsecrated
host, being able to sense the presence of God in a
consecrated host. She claims that if a thousand hosts were
put on a table, the satanist would be able to find the one that
was consecrated.

This would be in line with many passages in the Gospels
where a person influenced by a demon knew that Jesus was
the Messiah.

A Black Mass will often include priestly vestments and
the recitation of Latin prayers, altering the Latin to be
focused on Satan instead of God.

Other rituals included in a Black Mass are sexual in nature and
include various perverse sexual acts.

The goal of a Black Mass is the exact opposite of a

Catholic Mass. Jesus instituted the Eucharistic celebration to
strengthen our communion with God and other people, while
the satanic mass sows division and confusion.
Ever since his fall from heaven, Satan has been influencing
humans in a negative way and tries to put a wedge between
them and God. The Black Mass is one of the ultimate ways
that Satan has devised to create in an individual a particular
hatred of God, convincing them to desecrate a host that
Catholics believe possesses his Real Presence.

Pastor’s Corner

. Being present at a funeral, | have questions about the
meaning of some things that went on at the graveside. |
was a bit too far away to hear just what the priest said. |
remember him pouring dirt or sand onto the casket and
then he klunked the four sides of the casket with the
cross. When the priest pours the dirt or sand on the
casket , what did he say?

Here we have had the funeral and with the funeral director’s

efforts, the person in the casket perhaps looks even better than

in life. The reality of the situation is that with time the body
will now disintegrate into the earth from which it was first
made. No matter what, whether the individual has had face
lifts, botox, hair dyes, teeth implants, youth is gone and the
body will fast return to its elements. God created me from the
dust of the earth. All of creation is His and being baptized into

Christ, | certainly am His. The reality check is that with

cessation of life our earthly temple fades and is destroyed,

awaiting the second coming of Christ and its reintegration into a

glorious resurrection body. Here we are as the old popular song

says “we are but dust in the wind.” All the fleeting triumphs,
power and wealth in life, by death disappear in a moment. As
the service directs us to view, now the richest and the poorest
lie down together, equalized by death. Money, property and
influence and all they seemingly can accomplish become
meaningless in an instant. When the touch of death
comes...poof!..all this disappears. The casket or grave is sealed
by the priest with the fourfold tapping on its sides to si?nify
that the one herein interred is to remain undisturbed until the
second coming of Christ. These actions of the priest should be
the ultimate reality check that death and separation from life,
family and friends has occurred. The one interred is buried
with due honor. The mortal body in life was baptized into

Christ and was fed the Body and Blood of Christ and duly

anointed and so has been touched by the immortal life. Buried

with honor it awaits the Lord’s voice calling and the reward or
punishment due in the new resurrection body.

e  Our neighbor’s daughter has just completed a year of study
and will be confirmed in the local Catholic Church this Sun-
day. This seems to be a very big thing and is considered as
a rite of passage into a mature adult Christian life. How is
it that we have chrismation tied with baptism?

When the church was still one, the East and the West had a dif-

ferent practice on how Chrismation was administered. The West

left this for the bishop to do on visiting a congregation, while in
our practice a priest administers Baptism, Chrismation and

Communion all at the same time. In the Western church, the

Confirmation is usually given by bishop during the teen years

and is seen as an individual making a commitment to an adult

appreciation of the Christian faith and its practice.

e Recently there have been many modern movies about the
book of Revelation. The Orthodox Church does not seem to
focus on this book, is that correct? Why?

The Book of Revelation was penned by St. John the apostle,

who is also known as the Theologian. As a book, it is duly rec-

ognized as being inspired by God and is the truth, and it has
been accepted as one of the books of the New Testament. Hav-
ing said this, it is interesting to note that of all the books of the

New Testament, this one has no place in our Lectionary, which

means that it is never read in church during the services. The

thrust of this book is the life of the church through the end
times ending in the triumph and judgment at the end. One
thing that this book is NOT is a linear depiction of history. The
danger always has been that people want to tie this chapter
into a current situation and tend to identify the evil described
with certain nations and personalities. Over the years countless
different churches and sects have been formed over different
aspects of interpretation and the controversy does not end.

People, especially evangelical Christians, get so wrapﬁed up in

controversies about what persons, nations or eras each chapter

refers to that they miss the true intent of this book, which is to
inculcate the necessity of constant vigilance about the subtle
attacks of Satan and the inevitability of persecution in all ages.

Seeing ahead that this book would be open to all manner of

SEecu ation and misinterpretation, it was decided not to add

this to the Lectionary. The book is very important nonetheless

in that it shows the course of history, the relentless battle of

Satan against the Church and the triumph in the end by Christ.

By all means read it, but know the underlying message and do

not engage in the trap of making fruitless speculations about

what individuals, nations or eras that each chapter has in refer-
ence.
