Through
it we unite ourselves with Christ as an offering to our
Heavenly Father. We can offer the Liturgy for our own
intentions or for the intention of others. What greater
gift can we give then to unite that person with Our Lord,
whether they are ill, celebrating a special event, going
through difficult times or being remembered in death.

Be wise! Here are ten principles to guide you:

1. Never make permanent decisions based on temporary
circumstances. If you do, you'll regret it.

2. Don't let your emotions blind your reasoning. Pray,
weigh things carefully and base your decisions on mature
judgment.

3. Surround yourself with sharp people and draw on their
gifts, without being intimidated by their expertise.

4. Take the time to consider all options. What looks good
to you today may not look so good tomorrow.

5. You can't fight successfully on every front, so choose
your battles carefully. Simply stated: some things are not
worth fighting for.

6. Take time to get all the facts; conjecture leads to
crisis.

7. Consider the consequences of each action. Ask yourself,
"Am | ready to handle this right now?"

8. Make sure your expectations don't exceed your
potential and your resources. Be realistic. If you can't
count, don't apply for a job in the finance office. If you
can't sing, don't try to make an album. Focus on what God
gifted you to do. That's where you'll succeed.

9. Time is your most limited and valuable resource. Don't
waste it.

10. Allow yourself a 10% risk of being wrong, a 50%
likelihood of betrayal, and a 100% commitment to trust
God. Go forward and survive it all.

Many Days Till Christmas ?

This will be asked many times in the coming weeks. But
will this question cause us to think about preparing for
the HOLIDAY SEASON or the HOLY DAY, CHRISTMAS? In
all the rushing around, it is easy to forget that Jesus is
the reason for the season. This is why the Church
provides us with the time of the PRE-CHRISTMAS FAST,
PYLYPIVKAsometimes called ADVENT, which begins on
November 15in our Ukrainian Catholic Church. This
period of preparation is a time of expectation, a time
to ready our hearts for celebrating the presence of the
Lord in the child born in Bethlehem. Society tells us to
prepare and expect for another reason. The parking
lots at the malls will be full, there will be more traffic
on the roads, and checkout lines will be busier. The
world begins to prepare early and we are touched by it.
Our preparation, however, should include reflection on
the rich mercy of our God who shares His only Son with
us.

St. Phillips (Pre-Nativity) Fast

The Pre-Nativity Fast (Advent) is called the
Philippian Fast in the Ukrainian Catholic Church
because it begins on the day after the feast of St.
Phillip (Nov. 15th). The fast was introduced to
prepare the church for a worthy celebration of the
great and holy days of the birth of Christ and
Theophany of our Lord. The fast is an ancient practice
which lasts 40 days and helps us to better understand
and appreciate all of God’s saving plan. The Fast
prepares us for the Nativity and the events that follow
and prepare us to receive the public ministry of Christ
announced at Theophany. The Purpose of the Nativity
Fast The purpose of the Nativity Fast is to draw closer
to God through denying the body by fasting with
repentance and humility. The fast is not solely based
on refraining from eating certain foods. It is also based
on fasting from sin, increasing one's prayer life,
increasing the practice of almsgiving and good works.
So then rather than approaching this Nativity season
with feelings of anxiety and distress, dedicate yourself
to the true spirit of the season and the greater purpose
that lies within: the salvation and healing of the world.

Pastor’s Corner

o How does the Church view interfaith marriage?
The Church generally views interfaith marriage with
caution. While the Church does not forbid interfaith
marriage, it does seek to protect the faith and the
spiritual good of the Catholic party. Interfaith mar-
riage requires that the non-Catholic party understand
and agree to the Catholic understanding of marriage.

e If a person is dying and wants the last rites,
may a la;/person say a prayer and have it be
the same:

While a layperson could say prayers over someone at

the point of death, a layperson cannot validly admin-

ister the last rites. The last rites involves anointing

with holy oil and the absolution of sins, and only a

validly ordained priest can administer that sacrament.

e What do the roses symbolize with the Virgin
Mary, and when did this start and why?

The rose has long been considered in the classical
culture of Europe and the Middle East as the most
noble of flowers. It requires careful cultivation but
also grows wild, and it has a sweet fragrance and a
variety of colors and forms. The rose is mentioned in
Solomon's love poem, the Song of Songs. So it was
natural that Christian devotion in East and West
should use the rose as a symbol of the beauty and
attractive power of the Mother of God.

e |s the Vatican Rich?

Grand churches such as the Vatican are not for the
benefit of the Church per se but rather for the people
of God and to give glory and honor to God.

As Catholics we believe that faith involves the whole
person, not just our words. Beautiful art and buildings
are meant to inspire us and draw us visually and
emotionally into the realm of faith.

Grand churches also reflect our values. If we
claim that God is the center of our lives and the most
important thing, shouldn’t our buildings dedicated to
God reflect that? As human beings we naturally
associate importance with how much effort we put
into something. If we pay little attention to the house
of God and prayer, what would that say about the
importance we place upon those things?

How much money the Catholic Church has is
often exaggerated by legend and anti-Catholicism. In
2010, the Vatican had an income of $326 million and
ran a $13 million budget surplus, but in 2011 the
Vatican ran a $19 million deficit. And while some of
that money obviously went to maintaining church
buildings and art, much of it also went to charitable
causes.

Recent re-evaluations of Vatican assets show that the
Vatican has approximately $1 billion in total assets.
For comparison, Harvard University’s endowment is
over $30 billion. So, relatively speaking, the Catholic
Church is not really wealthy, and no one blames
museums for maintaining their art work and
structures.

Money that is amassed merely for the comfort and
advantage of a few would obviously be immoral. That
can and does ha[?]pen sometimes; clergy are affected
bK original sin the same as everyone else, and the
Church does its best to root it out when discovered.
The world spends billions on maintaining history, art,
and beauty without an uproar over how else that
money could be spent. People seem to have better
perspective and practicality on secular matters, but
the facts are the facts. The Church, compared to
other institutions and organizations, is not all that
wealthy and proportionally seems to do much more
good with what it has.

Jesus doesn’t need money, precious metals,
or beautiful art. Those are not really the things we’re
giving to Jesus; we’re giving our love and talent and
giving thanks for the blessings we have received.
When Jesus returns, | don’t think he’ll see the
materials and money—he’ll see the love and devotion
that produced it. And, of course, in the places and
times we did it for our own glory rather than his, he’ll
see that too.
