Protection of the Mother of God.

One of the favorite Holy Days in the Ukrainian Church, is
to be found on the Church Calendar on October 1st. It
commemorates the appearance of the Mother of God in
Constantinople in the 10th century. It is recorded in the
life of St.Andrew, known as the Fool for Christ. St.Andrew
and St. Epiphanius were in church for services when they
saw the Mother of God approach the altar, supported by
St. John the Baptist and St. John the Evangelist.

She knelt and prayed with tears in her eyes. Then she took
the veil she was wearing and extended it over her arms as
a sign of protection. There are many icons depicting this
event, but she is always depicted with the veil over her
arms as a sign that she will always protect us. She is never
alone but always with Christ. Today, with her veil
(omophor) she stands in our church along with the hosts of
saints and she is always ready to hear our prayers of need
and to take them to the Throne of God. We pray:
“Remember us in your prayers, O Lady Virgin”.

The Protection of our Most Holy Lady
the Mother of God and Ever-Virgin Mary.

This miraculous appearance of the Mother of God oc-
curred in the mid-tenth century in Constantinople, in the Blacher-
nae church where her robe, veil, and part of her belt were pre-
served after being transferred from Palestine in the fifth century.

On Sunday, October 1, during the All Night Vigil, when the
church was overflowing with those at prayer, the Fool-for-Christ
Saint Andrew, at the fourth hour, lifted up his eyes towards the
heavens and beheld our most Holy Lady Theotokos coming
through the air, resplendent with heavenly light and surrounded by
an assembly of the Saints. Saint John the Baptist and the holy
Apostle John the Theologian accompanied the Queen of Heaven.
On bended knees the Most Holy Virgin tearfully prayed for Chris-
tians for a long time. Then, coming near the Bishop’s Throne, she
continued her prayer.

After completing her prayer she took her veil and spread it
over the people praying in church, protecting them from enemies
both visible and invisible. The Most Holy Lady Theotokos was re-
splendent with heavenly glory, and the protecting veil in her hands
gleamed “more than the rays of the sun.” Saint Andrew gazed
trembling at the miraculous vision and he asked his disciple, the
blessed Epiphanius standing beside him, “Do you see, brother,
the Holy Theotokos, praying for all the world?” Epiphanius an-
swered, “I do see, holy Father, and | am in awe.” The Ever-
Blessed Mother of God implored the Lord Jesus Christ to accept
the prayers of all the people calling on His Most Holy Name, and
to respond speedily to her intercession, “O Heavenly King, accept
all those who pray to You and call on my name for help. Do not let
them go away from my icon unheard.”

On the Feast of the Protection of the Most Holy Theotokos
we implore the defense and assistance of the Queen of Heaven,
“‘Remember us in your prayers, O Lady Virgin Mother of God, that
we do not perish by the increase of our sins. Protect us from every
evil and from grievous woes, for in you do we hope, and venerat-
ing the Feast of your Protection, we magnify you.”

Invisible Priest

A comment reported on the Portland, Maine,
TV station, Channel 6: "We could take a cue
from Orthodoxy, whose priests stand with
their backs to their congregation, leading a
liturgy that is neither clever nor impas-
sioned, but simply beautiful, like stone
smoothed by centuries of rhythmic tides. It's
an austere ritual, in the sense of - there's
nothing new here; it's sublime, in the sense of - creating a clearer
view into Heaven. The priest can be any priest. Who he is, what he
looks like, how he speaks, and what he thinks matter little. He has-
n't written the service that he officiates. It isn't about him or his
prowess. He's an interchangeable functionary draped in brocaded
robes, obscured by incense, and, as such, never points to himself, a
flawed human, pointing ever and only to the Perfection of the Mys-
terious Divine. That is the role of every priest or preacher - invisi-
bility, while making God seen.”

Pastor’s Corner

e  Why does St. Michael have a flaming sword?

Often St. Michael the Archangel is depicted with a
flaming sword, which refers to his legendary role in the book
of Genesis. Normally this sword is made of metal, but often
it is a flaming sword, both in Eastern icons and Western stat-
ues. The primary reason for this flaming sword is the tradi-
tion that whenever an angel is not mentioned by name in
the Old Testament, it is St. Michael.

According to the booklet St. Michael the Archangel,
“St. Ambrose says that God commissioned St. Michael to
lead Adam into Paradise, to explain to him the purpose of
his creation, to guide him and to associate with him in visi-
ble form. After the fall of Adam and Eve, this same %lorious
Archangel stood %uard at the gate of Paradise with laming
sword, ‘to keep the way of the tree of life.” (Genesis 3:24).’
However, the text of Genesis seems to suggest that a
“cherubim” guarded Paradise, not an “archangel,” “He
drove out the man; and at the east of the garden of Eden he
placed the cherubim, and a flaming sword which turned eve-
ry way, to guard the way to the tree of life” (Genesis 3:24).

Nevertheless, St. Michael was often seen as the
“Guardian of Israel,” and was even said to be the angel that
protected them from the Egyptians through a “pillar of
fire” (cf. Exodus 14). The flaming sword could also symbol-
ize the realitE/ that angels are spiritual beings and their war
is not with “flesh and blood,” but with spiritual foes.

e s it possible to go to Heaven from Hell?

In movies and folktales there is the storyline of
someone going to Hell to rescue their loved one, somehow
brinﬁing them back from the dead or into Heaven from Hell.

This popular storyline is unfortunately not a possibility in
the Christian belief of the afterlife. Jesus himself explains,
through the Parable of the Rich Man and Lazarus, that there
exists a “chasm” between the two eternal realms.

“Moreover, between us and you a great chasm is
established to prevent anyone from crossing who might
wish to go from our side to yours or from your side to ours.”
Luke 16:26
The Catechism of the Catholic Church also explains how the
choice to go to Hell after death is “definitive” and cannot
be reversed. Our Lord warns us that we shall be separated
from him if we fail to meet the serious needs of the poor
and the little ones who are his brethren. To die in mortal sin
without repenting and accepting God’s merciful love means
remaining separated from him for ever by our own free
choice. This state of definitive self-exclusion from com-
munion with God and the blessed is called “hell.” CCC 1033

When we choose to go to Hell, we do so willingly
and there is no going back from our choice. We exclude our-
selves from Heaven and that choice is permanent. While it
may make for an exciting movie or novel, it is impossible to
go to Hell in order to bring someone to Heaven.

e Will souls in Hell receive resurrected bodies?
Thea Cathalic Chiirch tearhac that all will rereive a reciir-
anthony-s-coal-fired-pizza

of the body for those in Heaven, we sometimes forget what
will happen to any who choose to go to Hell.

They too will receive a resurrected body, but not in
the same way as those in Heaven. The Catechism of the
Catholic Church explains this teaching. Who will rise? All the
dead will rise, “those who have done good, to the resurrec-
tion of life, and those who have done evil, to the resurrec-
tion of judgment.” CCC 998

These bodies in hell will have identity, entirety and
immortality, but not the our transcendent qualities. They
will have the condition necessary for suffering the eternal
punishment of hell, but not the glorification of the Lord
shared by those in heaven.

For any who choose to go to Hell to be separated
from God, this will only mean suffering, as Jesus frequently
mentions in the Gospels.

Jesus often speaks of “Gehenna” of “the un-
quenchable fire” reserved for those who to the end of their
lives refuse to believe and be converted, where both soul
and body can be lost. Jesus solemnly proclaims that he
“will send his angels, and they will gather . . . all evil doers,
and throw them into the furnace of fire,” and that he will
pronounce the condemnation: “Depart from me, you cursed,
into the eternal fire!” CCC 1034

Yet, it should be noted that the “chief punishment
of hell is eternal separation from God, in whom alone man
can possess the life and happiness for which he was created
and for which he longs.”

The physical suffering will certainly be great, but it
will be no match to the feeling of isolation from God, an
Folation that these souls freely chose at the end of their
ives.

Remember, no one is ever “sent” to Hell. It is a free
choice by those who live their entire lives detached from
God and who, at death’s door, would rather be in isolation
than in communion with God. As well, CCC 1058 tells us:

The Church prays that no one should be lost: “Lord,
let me never be parted from you.” If it is true that no one
can save himself, it is also true that God “desires all men to
be saved” (1 Tim 2:4), and that for him “all things are possi-
ble” (Mt 19:26).
