Six classifications of Saints.

¢ 1)The Apostles, who were the first ones to spread the mes-
sage of the Incarnation of the Word of God and of salvation
through Christ.

¢ 2) The Prophets, because they predicted and prophesied the
coming of the Messiah.

¢ 3) The Martyrs, for sacrificing their lives and fearlessly con-
fessing Jesus Christ as the Son of God and the Savior
of mankind. N

¢ 4) The Fathers and Hierarchs of the Church, who ex-
celled in explaining and defending, by word and
deed, the Christian Faith.

+ 5) The Monastics, who lived in the desert and dedi-
cated themselves to spiritual exercise (askesis),
reaching, as far as possible, perfection in Christ.

¢ 6) The Just, those who lived in the world, leading exemplary
lives as clergy or laity with their families, becoming examples
for imitation in society.

Each and every one among these saints has his or her
own calling and characteristics: they all fought the "good fight for
the faith" (I Tim. 6.12 and II Tim. 4.7). All of them applied in their
lives the scriptural virtues of "justice, piety, fidelity, love, fortitude
and gentleness" (I Tim. 6.11). The ultimate goal of humankind is
to imitate God and live the life of deification (Zheosis).

Saint Maximos the Confessor describes saints as being
men and women who have avoided the unnatural development of
the soul, that is, sin, and tried to live the natural way of life, turn-
ing and looking always towards God, thus achieving total unity
with God through the Holy Spirit.

This is why we look to the example of their lives for
strength and encouragement, and why we continue to pray to
them to intercede on our behalf to our Lord.

Traditions & Church Etiquette!

Modern culture is rather casual in its approach to worship and sacred
space. In our Church we adhere to long-standing traditions that express
the reverence which is due to God, to each other, and to ourselves. Re-
spect for God and His house translates to respect for all of His creation.
The following guidelines are custom and traditions of etiquette that we
need to be aware of as orthodox faithful. Please read the following in-
formation prayerfully and with an understanding for the Church’s obli-
gation to shepherd with love and compassion for all the faithful.

Entering the Church

e Arrive on Time - The time to arrive at church is before the service
starts. If you arrive after the Divine Liturgy has begun, try to enter
the church quietly and at the appropriate moment. We must not
enter the church when the Gospel is being read, when a procession
is taking place, or at any time that the priest is facing the congrega-
tion.

e  Fast before the Liturgy. It is Church law that one fasts for at least 1
hour before receiving Holy Communion. Water and medicine can
be consumed, of course. The purpose is to help us prepare to re-
ceive Jesus in the Eucharist.

e Please be quiet while in church. Once you enter the sanctuary — it
is not the time or place to visit with those around you. If you must
talk do so as quietly and briefly as possible. Remember that your
conversation might be disturbing someone who is in prayer, which
is much more important. Sssshhhhhhhh.

e Leave quietly. We encourage you to visit with others, but once you
are outside of the main sanctuary of the church so you won'’t dis-
turb others who want to stay and pray. So, please leave quietly and
then then visit afterward.

e  Cell phones should never be used in Divine Liturgy for calls or
texting. The exceptions are emergencies (big ones, not everyday
ones) and if you do use one, please walk out of church to do so.
Also, if you are using the phone for readings or prayers, this is ap-
propriate, but try to be discreet.

e Proper Church Attire - Church is a sacred place with its traditions.
When we come to worship we should respect those traditions. Our
clothes should be modest and tasteful. Inappropriate attire such as
shorts, sneakers, tight pants, mid-thigh dresses and skirts, low cut
blouses can be perceived as disrespectful and could be offensive to
other worshipers. Thank you for your consideration.

Pastor's Corner

e What is an exorcist?

An exorcist is a priest in the Catholic Church who is given the
task of investigating cases of possible demonic influence.
Exorcists are among the most widely known and misunder-
stood priests in the Catholic Church. Movies are made about
them that make them appear to be “demon hunters,” search-
ing out evil spirits that are tormenting individuals.

In reality, exorcists are not well known within the Catholic
Church, and lead rather hidden lives.

Generally speaking, an exorcist is a priest in the Catholic
Church who is given the task of investigating cases of possible
demonic influence.

This priest is appointed by the local bishop, but not all dioces-
es have an official exorcist “on staff.” According to some re-
ports, the number of specially appointed exorcists is only
around 50 priests for the entire United States.

Many of these priests are common parish priests, who have
their own pastoral duties, but who also spend some time re-
sponding to calls of possible demonic possession.

Demonic possession is a tricky issue, as mental illness could
be the primary cause of a person’s actions, rather than an evil
spirit.

Cases of full demonic possession are rare, but exorcists also
respond to calls of demonic oppression and locations that ap-
pear “haunted.”

An exorcist will often meet with individuals, pray official pray-
ers of exorcism formulated by the Church, and invoke God’s
power to drive out a demonic influence.

The exorcist is technically not the one who drives out a de-
mon. He acts as a instrument of God, interceding for some-
one, asking God to show forth his power.

Above all, priests who become exorcists are holy men who do
not seek out this ministry for power or self-gain, but are
called by God for this task. It takes many years of careful
study before a priest is properly prepared for such an endeav-
or, and the ministry is not taken lightly.

e Are all angels saints?

Angelic beings, in total communion with God, are

The Church honors the archangels, Michael, Gabriel and
Raphael, as “saints.” These are the only angels we know by
name from the Bible, but that doesn’t mean there aren’t other
angels who are saints.

Technically speaking, all angels in Heaven are saints. The
word saint is derived from the Latin word sanctus, meaning
“holyone.” While it is the word we use to identify humans who
have risen to holiness and now enjoy the beatific vision of
Heaven, it can also be used in reference to angels, who are
holy and worship God for eternity.

As a note for clarification, humans can become saints, but
humans cannot become angels.

When we die, our soul is separated from our body for the mo-
ment, but will be reunited with it at the end of time. To be-
come an angel after death would mean that we become a
different being entirely.

The good news is that we can join all the angels and saints in
Heaven by following Christ here on earth and doing all that
we can to live out the Gospel.

e Why do we pray for the dead?

The Bible clearly teaches the rightness of prayers for the dead
in 2 Maccabees (12:40, 42, 44-45): "Then under the tunic of
every one of the dead they found sacred tokens of the idols of
Jamnia, which the law forbids Jews to wear. And it became
clear to all that this was why these men had fallen ... And
they turned to prayer, beseeching that the sin which had
been committed might be wholly blotted out ... For if he were
not expecting that those who had fallen would rise againn, it
would have been superfluous and foolish to pray for the
dead ...He made atonement for the dead, that they might be
delivered from their sin." St. Paul teaches this in a similar
way: "Otherwise, what do people mean by being baptized on
behalf of the dead? If the dead are not raised at all, why are
people baptized on their behalf?" (1 Cor 15:29). This
indicates prayer and fasting for the dead. The word baptism
often symbolically refers to penances (Mk 10:38-39; Lk 3:16,
12:50). The apostle Paul also appears to be praying for a
dead person, Onesiphorus, in 2 Timothy (1:16-18).

e Is it a requirement of all priests to say (or concele-
brate) Liturgy daily, whether in private or in assem-
bly, on vacation, or their days off?

There is no requirement that a priest celebrate Liturgy every

day. But one would hope he would want to. There is no great-

er privilege on earth.

e When people go to Heaven, do they forget about
their life on earth or the people that became apart
of their earthly life?

When you die, your soul goes either to heaven or hell, de-
pending on your faith in Jesus and your life in Jesus. In heav-
en, you will always remember everything and you will contin-
ue to love your family and friends. In hell, the lost soul will
remember everything in regret and pain. You will remember
everything. Your memories will be your joy or your hell in the
afterlife. So, live your life in Jesus and rejoice with Him for-
ever with the happy memories you made here on earth.
