Feast of the Transfiguration

On Monday, August 6 we will celebrate the Feast
of the Transfiguration of Our Lord Jesus Christ. On this
day Divine Liturgies will be celebrated at 9:00 a.m. and
and 7:00 p.m. It is the tradition of the Day of
Transfiguration to consecrate grapes, apples and other
fruit after the Divine Liturgy. After all Liturgies we
will also have Festal Anointing, Myrovanya. If you wish
to have your fruit basket blessed, bring it to church and
place it on the table in the center of the Church.

BLESSING....FRUIT

Blessing is a very common practice in the Ukrainian
Church. The faithful are familiar with many blessings -
food, houses, various objects as crosses and medals, and
even personal blessing. What do these blessings mean? Is
the blessing of a house or car and “extra insurance
policy?” Is it in fact safer than an “unblessed” house or
car? There seems to be a strong dose of superstition in all
of this.

In a Christian view however, this distinction between
sacred and profane falls apart. For the whole world and
all that is in it has been created by God; and He says that
it was all “good.” To bless something in this way of
thinking means to acknowledge that it is truly “good,”
from God. It means that we see this blessed object as
coming from God and as a sign of His Presence among us.
To bless then means to see things as they really are, as all
coming from God.

On August 6th, the Feast of the Transfiguration of our
Lord is celebrated. Because the feast falls during the
harvest season (especially of fruit), fresh fruit is brought
to the Church and blessed. Blessings are without limits,
done at anytime and anywhere, but most properly so on
this Feast, for the Feast of the Transfiguration is a
celebration of God’s Presence in the world and because of
this, the changing of the world, its transformation, its
transfiguration into God’s world. The fruit is an example
of the “good things” that “comes from God.”

The fruit which was blessed, now is more than mere
nourishment and refreshment, it is a sign of God’s
Presence.

Pastor’s Corner

e How to tell the difference between a monsignor, a bish-
op and a cardinal

Outside of the liturgy, clergy members have various options of
clothes to wear. For casual occasions most wear the simple
black shirt with a white roman collar.
When attending more formal events, or when walking through
St. Peter’s Square in Rome, bishops, cardinals and monsignors
can wear a cassock that is indicative of their office. Their cas-
socks each have distinctive colors, but from afar are not easily
distinguishable. It is even more difficult when these officials
wear a black cassock with only the piping and sash being a dif-
ferent color. Here is a quick guide to help identify each color
and its symbolism.
Monsignor
For many centuries the Eope was accustomed to grant honorary
titles to priests within his Papal Court. There were numerous
degrees of honors, typically only given to priests who worked
closely with the Holy Father in Rome. This title was expanded
over time and given to priests outside of Rome through the rec-
ommendation of a bishop, but was recently limited again by
Pope Francis, returning to the older practice.
Being members of the Papal Court, monsignors wear the color
purple. Typically monsignors do not have a zucchetto (the skull
cap) or a pectoral cross, which distinguishes them from bishops
and cardinals. This color purple (which is closer to magenta) was
connected to the tradition in the Roman empire to vest new
dignitaries with a purple toga. In medieval heraldry the color
sByn;‘bolized justice, regal majesty and sovereignty.

ishop
For most of Church history green was the color for bishops. This
color is still seen on the traditional coat of arms that each bish-
op chooses when elected. However, in the 16th century the col-
or was switched to “amaranth red,” which is named so in refer-
ence to the color of the amaranth flower. In practicality it more
resembles the color fuschia.
Since it is a color similar to purple, it holds a symbolic value
that points to the task of the bishop to govern his local diocese.
Besides the color, bishops wearing their cassock can be identi-
fied by their same color zucchetto and the pectoral cross hang-
ing over their chest.
Cardinal
The technical name for the color that cardinals wear is
“scarlet.” This color distinguishes them as members of the Col-
lege of Cardinals and a “Prince” of the Church.
When the Pope places the biretta (a hat with 3 or 4 stiffened
corners worn as part of liturgical dress) on top of the cardinal’s
head, he says, “(This is) scarlet as a sign of the dignity of the
cardinalate, signifying your readiness to act with courage, even
to the shedding of your blood, for the increase of the Christian
faith, for the peace and tranquility of the people of God and for
the freedom and growth of Holy Roman Church.”

e  What was the role of the priest during Old Testament
times?

Actually, the answer is not that far off from what it is today.
The priest’s main duty was to act as an intermediary between
God and man. During the time of the Old Testament, their main
focus was upon the offering of sacrifices which, were intended
to restore the Bersonal relationship between God and the indi-
vidual; re-establishing the threatened covenant between God
and His people. Priests received gifts, made offerings, manipu-
lated blood, and led the people in their required ritual. As St.
Paul writes in the Book of Hebrews, they were
“mediators” (9:15)

The role of the priesthood also included teaching.
Priests ensured that the correct ritual was being observed and
interpreted for the people what God was saying to them through
Scripture, sacramental worship, and with the celebration of
feasts. They taught that sacrifices were viewed as acts of re-
Bentance, showing a new commitment to obedience. As well as

eing teachers the priests were expected to live an exemplary
life within the community, scrupulously observing the law they
were ordained to uphold. They were to maintain a separation
and holiness which reflected God Himself, into Whose near pres-
ence they so often came.

In offering the sacrifices the priests were regarded as
both representing Israel, standing before God on behalf of His
people, and making the offering while the rest of the congrega-
tion acknowledged what was being done in their name. In their
representative capacity before God, the priests’ duty was to
make intercession for those whose sacrifices they offered. Inter-
estingly enough, when priests failed in their above-listed capaci-
ty to teach and live righteously, God’s failsafe was to call forth
prophets to chastise and bring the people back to God.
