Members of the Permanent Synod of the
Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church will attend the De-
cember 7 and 8 sessions of the Archieparchial Sobor
the Ukrainian Catholic Archeparchy of Philadelphia.

The Philadelphia Archieparchial Sobor has
been convoked by Metropolitan Archbishop Borys
Gudziak pursuant to the request of the Ukrainian
Catholic Synod of Bishops in preparation for the
worldwide Patriarchal Assembly-Sobor which will be
held August 26-29, 2020 in Lviv, Ukraine with the
theme: “Emigration, Settlements and Global Unity of
the Ukrainian Greek-Catholic Church.”

Members of the Permanent Synod are: His
Beatitude Sviatoslav Shevchuk, Father and Head of
the Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church; Metropolitan
Yevhen Popowicz, Ukrainian Catholic Archeparchy of
Przemys$l-Warsaw; Metropolitan Borys Gudziak,
Ukrainian Catholic Archeparchy of Philadelphia;
Bishop Bohdan Danylo Ukrainian Catholic Eparchy of
St. Josaphat in Parma, Ohio and Auxiliary Bishop
Teodor Martyniuk, Ukrainian Catholic Archeparchy of
Ternopil-Zboriv. The secretary is Bishop Bohdan
Dziurakh, C.SS.R.

On Saturday, December 7, at St. Michael’s
Ukrainian Catholic Church in Jenkintown, Pa., they
will celebrate the Divine Liturgy which will open the
Archieparchial Sobor and then they will attend the
sessions of the Sobor throughout the day.

In the afternoon, after the formal sessions have
ended, they will engage in informal discussions with
the clergy, religious and laity and dialogue with
them in a question and answer session.

At 6 pm, the hierarchs will celebrate Vespers
with Litiya in the Ukrainian Catholic Cathedral of the
Immaculate Conception, Philadelphia.

Sunday morning at 8 am, Matins will be
sung at the Ukrainian Catholic Cathedral of the Im-
maculate Conception.

A Hierarchical Divine Liturgy will follow at 10
am with His Beatitude Sviatoslav as main celebrant
and the hierarchs as concelebrants. At the conclu-
sion of the Divine Liturgy, in a solemn ceremony
there will be the awarding of the Medal of Metropoli-
tan Andrew Sheptytsky.

A luncheon reception in the Cathedral social
hall will follow at 12:30 pm.

At 2 pm in the Cathedral, the parents of Kendrick
Castillo, John and Maria, will give testimony about
the life of their son. Kendrick, who has been praised
for his heroic bravery, was martyred days before
graduation this past May at his high school in Colo-
rado, when he lunged at a school gunman and
saved the lives of many of his fellow students. The
bishops will then participate in a healing service and
anointing for the clergy, religious and laity.

On Monday, December 9, the members of the Per-
manent Synod will have their regular meeting in
Washington, DC.

The permanent synod, established by the Code
of Canons of the Eastern Churches, is comprised of
the patriarch and four bishops designated for a five-
year term. It must be convoked by the patriarch at
determined times, at least twice a year, and when-
ever the patriarch considers it opportune.

O Who Loves Nicholas The Saintly....

During St. Nicholas’ life he was known for many wonderful
things. St. Nicholas was known to all and still remembered because of
his love for Christ, his Orthodoxy, and for especially loving the poor
and needy. In the year 325 AD The Emperor Constantine called the
very first Ecumenical Council, where Bishops and representatives from
all the Churches throughout the world gathered.

One of the major issues of the council came from the
teachings of a heretical bishop named Arius. Arius taught that Jesus,
the Son, of God was not equal with God the Father. St. Nicholas was
outraged by this heresE/ and out of frustration he struck Arius across
the face in front of all the other Bishops. Because of St. Nicholas’
violent outburst, the other Bishops had no choice but to strip him of
his title and Episcopal robes. St. Nicholas was placed in prison and
put in chains. Throughout the night St. Nicholas prayed for
forgiveness, yet never wavered in his opposition to Arius and his
devotion to the True Faith. In the middle of the night Christ and the
Theotokos appeared in a vision to St. Nicholas. Christ and His mother
asked St. Nicholas why he was jailed, and the saint responded saying
“because of my love for you.” Christ then gave to St. Nicholas the
Book of Gospels and Mary gave him, an Omophorion (bishops
vestments).

This is why many Icons show Christ and Mary on the right and
left of St. Nicholas. The next day the guards and the other Bishops
saw St. Nicholas unchained, reading the Scriptures, and dressed once
again as a Bishop. When the emperor heard what happened he freed
St. Nicholas, and he was fully reinstated as a Bishop. In the end, the
council of Bishops agreed with St. Nicholas over Arius and produced
the Nicene Creed which we pronounce with faith at every Divine
Liturgy. Another story from the life of St. Nicholas is about what he
did for three young maidens in the city of Myra, where he was the
Bishop. The city of Myra was located in what is now the southwestern
coast of Turkey. Myra a very unforgiving place for many of the
ur?fortunate people, especially the poor young women who lived
there.

This is just one of the many beautiful stories about the life of
St. Nicholas, but more beautiful is the person of St. Nicholas himself.
St. Nicholas is an example for all of us, because all of St. Nicholas’
acts of love, compassion, and kindness were inspired by Christ, Who is
his example and all of ours. St. Nicholas was truly a %ood servant of
the Lord, he was truly like-Christ. We love St. Nicholas because St.
Nicholas loves Christ and is like Him as we are all called to be!

Questions about Our Faith

o What does the word "Advent” mean?

It has Latin roots and a double spiritual meaning. In the weeks
before Christmas many Christians around the world celebrate a
season of preparation called “Advent.” However, few know what
this word actually means. The word “Advent” stems from the Latin
word adventus, which literally means “coming” or “arrival.” In
context, this commonly refers to the coming of Jesus on Christ-
mas day. St. Jerome, when composing the Latin Vulgate, also
used adventus when translating the Greek word parousia. This
word has a similar meaning, but in a broader context refers to
Jesus’ second coming at the end of time.

There is even an ancient tradition that says Jesus will come again
during the Advent season. For this reason as we prepare for the
celebration of Christmas, we recognize that Jesus could come
again at any time and prepare our own hearts to receive him
when he does

e Why one good deed done secretly is better than a thou-
sand that are recognized?

It is tempting to think that as long as we do something good for

another person, then God will look favorably upon us. However,

that is not always the case. Being charitable to another person is

certainly a good thing, but when that charity is done for public

recognition, its value before God is greatly diminished.

What is important is the intention that lies behind our good
deeds. Are we kind to a co-worker so that they will recognize us?
Do we give money to an organization in hopes that our name will
go on the wall? Jesus reiterated this lesson when teaching his dis-
ciples about almsgiving. "[But] take care not to perform righteous
deeds in order that people may see them; otherwise, you will have no
recompense from your heavenly Father. When you give alms, do not blow
a trumpet before you, as the hypocrites do in the synagogues and in the
streets to win the praise of others. Amen, I say to you, they have received
their reward. But when you give alms, do not let your left hand know what
your right is doing, so that your almsgiving may be secret. And your Fa-
ther who sees in secret will repay you”. (Matthew 6:1-4) Above all
things, let us not seek the acclaim of others, but only the favor of
Ghod, who sees our deeds even when no one else knows about
them.
