Lenten Mission-Confession

This year's Lenten Parish Mission will take place on
Friday, March 8 to Sunday, March 10, 2024. The mission
will be conducted by Rev. Michailo Demyd, a priest of
the Archdiocese of Lviv, Ukraine who is originally from
Belgium. There will be a spiritual talk at each service
scheduled during the Lenten mission and time for the
Sacrament of Repentance. Please make every effort
during the Lenten Mission to receive the Sacrament of
Reconciliation in preparation for Easter Sunday.

TODAY: The Sunday of Orthodoxy.

The dominant theme of this Sunday since 843 has been
that of the victory of the icons. In that year the iconoclastic
controversy, which had raged on and off since 726, was
finally laid to rest, and icons and their veneration were
restored on the first Sunday in Lent.

We celebrate today the Restoration of the Holy Icons
as an important part of the witness that the Son of God
indeed “became flesh and dwelt among us, full of grace and
truth” (John 1.14) as the very Icon of the invisible God (Col.
1.15). For a period of over 100 years, the Roman Emperors
violently forbade icons in the churches or even in people’s
homes. Though “No one has ever seen God; the only-
begotten Son, Who is in the bosom of the Father, has made
Him known” (John 1.18). He was seen and touched, so the
invisible God became depictable. St. Luke, who wrote the
third Gospel, also painted the first icons. Thus, he
expressed the Christian Faith in both words and images.

Questiony About Our Faitiv

° Can a priest serve Liturgy and not receive
Communion?

No. Bishops and priests cannot celebrate the Divine Liturgy

and not receive Holy Communion.

e Where does the word "Sorokousty" come from?
During the “Great Fast”, there are special services held for the
deceased members of each parish. These requiem services,
know as “Sorokousty”, usually involve the reciting of the
names of individual family members from the parish who have
died.

The word "Sorokousty" literally means "forty mouths" (sorok =
forty; ust = mouth). Originally, this was a prayer service
offered by forty mouths or by forty priests. Historically,
families would honor their deceased by holding services for
them in the cathedrals on the 3rd, 9th and 40th day after their
death -- with 40 priests celebrating the services. Today,
Sorokousty is the service that honors the deceased and is
offered during Lent.

As part of our Christian obligations to show love and mercy to
each other, we are also required to pray for all deceased -
parents, friends, benefactors and even our 'enemies'. St
Augustine teaches that by praying for the departed, we
contribute to the release of those souls who are suffering in
Purgatory and help them to get to heaven where they can give
thanks for their salvation. But keep in mind that it is not
enough to merely order a Liturgy or other Divine Service for
departed souls. We also need to attend the service and pray
together with others. In Lent, we can do this every week by
attending the Sorokousty (Parastas)

Why is St. Paul called an "apostle”?

While St. Paul was not a disciple of Jesus before his crucifixion,
he did receive his mission directly from Jesus. Whenever we
think of apostles, we typically think of the 12 Apostles. This list
includes the 12 men who followed Jesus during his short life
on earth. However, St. Paul is also called an apostle.Why is
that?

The English word ‘“apostle” is derived from the
Greek apostello, “to send forth.” An apostle is one who is
“sent” by God to preach the Gospel to the nations. For many
centuries this was almost exclusively used to identify the 12
Apostles who were sent into the world by Jesus.

St. Paul did not follow Jesus before his death and resurrection,
and was actually an active opponent of Christianity. Yet, one
day changed everything when the risen Christ spoke to St.
Paul.

Now as he journeyed he approached Damascus, and suddenly
a light from heaven flashed about him. And he fell to the
ground and heard a voice saying to him, “Saul, Saul, why do
you persecute me?” And he said, "Who are you, Lord?” And he
said, “I am Jesus, whom you are persecuting; but rise and
enter the city, and you will be told what you are to do.” Acts
9:3-6

St. Paul would later recall this episode in his letters, claiming
to have received the Gospel directly from Jesus: For I would
have you know, brethren, that the gospel which was preached
by me is not man’s gospel. For I did not receive it from man,
nor was I taught it, but it came through a revelation of Jesus
Christ. Galatians 1:11-13

With all of this in mind, St. Paul was early on given the title of
“apostle” because of the mission given to him by Jesus Christ.
