TODAY: Fathers of the 7th Ecumenical Council.

The Church remembers the 350 holy Fathers of the
Seventh Ecumenical Council under the holy Patriarch
Tarasius (February 25). The Synod of 787, the second to
meet at Nicea, refuted the Iconoclast heresy during the
reign of Empress Irene and her son Constantine
Porphyrogenitos. The Council decreed that the
veneration of icons was not idolatry (Exodus 20:4-5),
because the honor shown to them is not directed to the
wood or paint, but passes to the prototype (the person
depicted). It also upheld the possibility of depicting
Christ, Who became man and took flesh at His
Incarnation. The Father, on the other hand, cannot be
represented in His eternal nature, because "no man has
seen God at any time" (John 1:18).

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PASTORAL SHARINGS

Sunday, October 13, 2024 Commemoration of the Fa-
thers of the Seventh Ecumenical Council, Second
Council of Nicaea (787 AD)

Within our Ukrainian Catholic tradition, many icons we see
depict images of Jesus Christ, the Blessed Virgin Mary, the
saints and angels. It is common practice today for our liturgi-
cal services to contain the presence of holy icons (e.g. the
Iconostasis of Christ and Mary separating the sanctuary/altar
area of the Church from the nave and the narthex). Yet, this
wasn't always the case.

The Catholic Church experienced a period of icono-
clasm in 8th and 9th centuries AD. Iconoclasm involves the
belief in breaking/destroying holy icons and images. Many
people (even today) believe that icons are forms of idolatry.
As the Church was forming in the first millennium, it went
through an era when the emperors legally banned icons from
liturgical services (most notably Emperor Leo III), with idola-
try being the main argument. Standing in opposition to icon-
oclasm and in defence of the veneration of holy icons and
images was St. John of Damascus (around 675 — 749 AD).
He fervently supported the belief that Christians do not wor-
ship images. Instead, they worshipped God through them
(icons not idols but symbols).

More importantly, St. John of Damascus argues that
since God took on an incarnate physical form (became fully
human except for sin), Jesus Christ has given warrant to the
Church’s depiction of Him in physical images.

The Seventh (and last) of the Ecumenical Councils
(787 AD) is also known as the Second Council of Nicaea (the
First Council of Nicaea in 325 AD being the first of the First
Seven Ecumenical Councils). After much debate between the
iconoclasts  (“icon-smashers”) and the iconodules
(“venerators of icons”), two significant decisions came forth
from the Council.

First, the veneration of icons is what the Church
teaches, and icons are “open books to remind us of God.”

Secondly, icons protect the entire doctrine of the
Incarnation. God in His divine form cannot be depicted, but
He gave His only Son, Jesus Christ, to take on human flesh.

Since Christ has a material, physical body, it is cor-
rect and appropriate to depict Him in holy icons and images
to be revered.

Our Catechism of the Ukrainian Catholic Church:
Christ Our Pascha highlights the importance of this Seventh
Ecumenical Council as it was this Council that '/...] con-
demned Iconoclasm and confirmed the veneration of icons of|
the Lord Jesus Christ, the most holy Mother of God, and the
angels and saints. Along with this, the Council distinguished
between adoration, which is due exclusively to God (in
Greek, latreia), and veneration (in Greek, proskynesis),
which we render unto icons, the Gospel Book, the cross, and
the relics of the saints.” (§ 591)

When an icon is painted, it is painted in and for
prayer. Icons reveal God’s truth through con temptation,
concentration, meditation, and silence (active listening).
They are holy images that teach and challenge those who
venerate and gaze upon them.

They are entrances into the presence of that which
is sacred and divine (windows to heaven). Icons are theolo-
gy written in images and color. The Fathers of the Seventh
Ecumenical Council viewed icons precisely in this manner.
May we remind ourselves today of the struggles and victories
our Catholic faith has endured throughout the centuries. Glo-
ry be to Jesus Christ! Glory be forever!

Invisible Priest

A comment reported on the Portland,
Maine, TV station, Channel 6: "We could
take a cue from Orthodoxy, whose priests
stand with their backs to their congrega-
tion, leading a liturgy that is neither clever
nor impassioned, but simply beautiful, like
stone smoothed by centuries of rhythmic
tides. It's an austere ritual, in the sense of -
there's nothing new here; it's sublime, in the sense of - creat-
ing a clearer view into Heaven. The priest can be any priest.
Who he is, what he looks like, how he speaks, and what he
thinks matter little. He hasn't written the service that he offi-
ciates. It isn't about him or his prowess. He's an interchangea-
ble functionary draped in brocaded robes, obscured by in-
cense, and, as such, never points to himself, a flawed human,
pointing ever and only to the Perfection of the Mysterious Di-
vine. That is the role of every priest or preacher - invisibility,
while making God seen.”

Pastor’s Corner

e How long is Jesus present in the Eucharist after we’ve
received communion?
The great treasure of the Catholic Church is the Eucharist --
Jesus himself hidden under the appearances of bread and
wine. This Real Presence of Christ in the Eucharist does not
end immediately when we receive him at Communion
time. The Catechism goes on to explain how, "The Eucharis-
tic presence of Christ begins at the moment of the conse-
cration and endures as long as the Eucharistic species sub-
sist" (CCC 1377).
What does that mean when we receive him into our
mouths?
_Ho?w long does Jesus' Real Presence remain in our bod-
ies?

There is a famous story from the life of St. Philip
Neri that helps answer that question. One day while he was
celebrating Mass, a man received Holy Communion and left
the church early. The man appeared to have no regard for
the Presence within him and so Philip Neri decided to use
this opportunity as a teaching moment. He sent two altar
boys with lighted candles to follow the man outside of the
church. After a while walking through the streets of Rome,
the man turned around to see the altar bogs still following
him. Confused, the man returned to the church and asked
Philip Neri why he sent the altar boys. Saint Philip Neri re-
sponded by saying, "We have to pay proper respect to Our
Lord, Whom you are carrying away with you. Since you ne-
glect to adore Him, | sent two acolytes to take your place.”

The man was stunned by the response and resolved
to be more aware of God's presence in the future.

It is generally assumed that the Eucharistic species of
bread remains for about 15 minutes after reception.

This is based on simple biology and reflects
the Catechism’s statement that the presence of Christ
"endures as long as the Eucharistic species subsist.”

This is why many saints have recommended offering
15 minutes of prayer after receiving the Eucharist as a
thanks%'vin to God. This allows the soul to savor the pres-
ence of God and have a true "heart-to-heart” with Jesus.

In our face paced world it is often difficult to re-
main long after the Liturgy , but that doesn't mean we can't
at least pray a brief prayer of thanksgiving. The main point
is that we need to remember Jesus' presence in the Eucha-
rist stays with us for several minutes and presents us with a
special time when we can commune with our Lord and feel
his love within us.

e Can guardian angels see us when we sin against God?
It's important to remember that we are not lone
when we sin against God and that our guardian angel is
there, saddened by our transgression.
When we sin, we often think that we are alone and that no-
body sees us. This is why we frequently sin at night, under
the cover of darkness. We might think to ourselves that if
no human being can see us, we are alone and nobody knows
that we sinned.
However, the reality is that our guardian angel is always
with us, trying to protect us from making evil choices.

Always there. Strictly speaking, angels do not posses
a physical body; this is the reason why we usually never no-
tice them. They are pure spirits, but can take on a physical
appearance when necessary. The visible form that is often
reported in Scripture or popular news stories is a facade, a
mask they put on so that we can see them with our eyes.
Otherwise they are naturally invisible creatures.

Sometimes our guardian angel will "reveal” themselves to us
is through an invisible action or "voice.”

Sister Maria Antonia wrote a famous account of her
lifelong friendship with her guardian angel in Under Angel
Wings, and explains such an incident in her childhood when
her guardian angel preserved her from committing a sin:
"Why cannot | pick some peaches like the other children?” |
stretched out my hand to pick a peach, and my fingers had
already touched this big velvety peach, when | received the
most sweet, calm warning of my New Friend. My arm, sus-
pended in mid-air, was gently lowered by an ‘invisible hand,’
which | felt as really as if | had been touched by one of the
persons | could see. For | had a better and more clear under
-standing of the voice of my New Friend than of the spoken
words of Mother Raphael, or Sis-ter Pauline, or Sister Irene,
whom | could see when they spoke to me.

St. Ambrose also affirms the reality that our guardian angel
is there and can see even when we cannot see with our
eyes:

The noble guardian of each one of us sleeps not, nor can he
be deceived. Close thy door, and make the darkness of
night; but remember, thou art never alone; he has no need
of daylight in order to see thy actions.

The next time ?/ou are tempted to sin, remember
that your %uardian angel is there at your side and will gladly
help you, but your heart must be open to that help.
