ON THE SPECIAL DEDICATIONS OF THE SEVEN DAYS
OF THE WEEK: WHEN AND TO WHOM TO PRAY.

The liturgical life of our Church is cyclical, made up of
three liturgical cycles: the yearly, weekly, and daily.

The yearly contains within itself movable and immovable
feasts, repeating themselves year after year; the weekly con-
sists of the seven days of the week which are dedicated to the
most important events of the Savior’s earthly life and the most
revered saints; the daily cycle is made up of the nine liturgical
services which are repeated every day. Thus, each of the seven
days of the week has its own dedication in the Church.

e Monday is dedicated to the Heavenly Powers (Angels). This
honor is expressed in the prayerful invocation of the Heavenly
Bodiless Powers. During the services on Monday are heard pray-
ers in which the faithful ask the help of their guardian angels,
and all the other angels, that they might accompany our human
lives and help to save the Christian soul.

e Tuesday glorifies all the Old Testament righteous ones and
prophets, who by their faithfulness in God made possible the
coming of the Savior into the world, especially St. John the
Forerunner. Exploring the life of the Forerunner, every Christian
sees a bright example for emulation.

e Wednesday is the day of Judas’ betrayal of the Savior, and
therefore the Cross of Christ is especially honored and thus from
this day began in reality the Savior’s sufferings. We keep this
day throughout the whole year as a fast.

e Thursday is dedicated to the Holy Apostles by whose labors
Christianity was established on earth and St. Nicholas,
¢ Friday is the day of commemoration of the passion and death
upon the Cross of our Savior. It is a fasting day. The Church
prayerfully co-suffers and glorifies the redemptive action taken
for our sake by Christ.

e Saturday we especially honor all the saints, first among them
the Theotokos, and we also remember all the departed.

e Sunday is dedicated to the Lord. Sunday is a little Pascha—
the day of the bright Resurrection of Christ, by which eternal life
is granted to all mankind. It is dedicated to the Lord and espe-
cially revered by Christians since Apostolic times. Every believer
should go to church on Sundays in order to participate in the
Divine Liturgy.

“This is MY Church!”

it | Sometimes, we take Church too personally, if not most
GE of the times. When the priest says something we don’t
like or a new person takes our job at pyrohy pinching, we

get defensive and take it personally.
When, on one hand, it is good to have a personal approach to
Church, on the other, it is not.
When it's good:
| live quite a distance from my church, but the distance doesn’t mat-
ter for me.
| like going for services there every Sunday.
It's the place where my parents worshiped and the place where |
grew up: It is my church!
That’s great!
However, on the other hand, when we take church too personally, it
fires back.
It hurts us and hurts others.
For example:
This is my church and the church of my relatives and extended rela-
tives—friends and those outsiders are just don’t really fit here.
They weren’t here to build it, and they weren’t here to support it and
now they just want to come and worship here.
And...they sit in my pew!!!
This attitude is not healthy at all.
How about love to one’s neighbor? Or have we forgotten who our
neighbor is?
Christ accepted, preached, and healed everyone without an excep-
tion.
We should do the same.
Moreover, we should look at church first of all
as the Church of Christ!
It is Christ’'s Church, and we are in it with all
the others. Yes, this is a parish that my parents
or grandparents or great-grandparents built,
but it's Christ’s.
They did it for Christ and His followers.
This is a healthy attitude!
Let us approach church with this right attitude
and be more considerate and welcoming! Let
us be more like Christ!

Pastor’'s Corner

o What is the meaning behind Greek letters in
icons?
These letters are essentially shortcuts that anchor the
viewer in the divine story that each icon presents.
Here are some of the most common ones.
In Eastern iconography, letters are integral to the
theological narrative of the icon itself. Greek or
Church Slavonic, they serve as spiritual signposts and
reveal layers of meaning - to those who understand
their context.
For those less familiar with these languages or con-
ventions, here is an overview of the most common
letters and abbreviations in icons and how to interpret
them.

Jesus

One of the most significant inscriptions often seen in
Christ icons is IC XC (Ic Xc), which is Greek for Incodg
Xp1oTOC - Jesus Christ. These are actual-
ly abbreviations, a common practice in ancient
Greek and Church Slavonic texts, and are of-
ten placed on either side of Christ's head.

Along with IC XC, another common inscription is O
"ON  (HO ON), which means “the one who
is,” referring to God's self-revelation in Exodus as "I
AM.” This phrase, often in a halo or above Christ's
head, emphasizes Christ’s divine nature as eternal
and self-existent - as read in the Creed, “begotten,
not made, consubstantial with the Father.”

Mary
Icons depicting the Virgin Mary often have two in-

scriptions: MP ©Y (MnTnp ©¢00), the Greek abbrevi-
ation for Mother of God. This abbreviation, also in
Greek or Church Slavonic, is an explanation of Mary's
role in salvation history as the Theotokos, or “God-
bearer.”

Sometimes the words MMavayia (Panagia), meaning
“All-Holy,” accompany images of Mary, emphasizing
her unique purity and role in Christian theology.

Saints

In scenes of saints, angels, or biblical figures, names
are often abbreviated or spelled out in full as a
mark of honor and identification. For example, St.
George may be referred to as OAIOC TEQPIIOC
(Hagios Georgios), or simply I'T as an abbreviated
form, with “Hagios” meaning “Saint.” This practice
allows the viewer to immediately recognize the
figures and their spiritual heritage — even across lan-
guage barriers.

o Why do Catholics light candles for the dead?
Lighting votive candles for deceased loved ones is an
ancient tradition that is still practiced by many Catho-
lics around the world.

One of the most enduring traditions of popular piety
in the Catholic Church is the practice of lighting a
votive candle for a deceased loved one.

Many Catholic churches throughout the world have an
area dedicated to the lighting of votive candles.

Symbolism of candles

"I am the light of the world; he who follows me will
not walk in darkness, but will have the light of life."
John 8:12

Candles at early Christian tombs

Besides being used to illuminate the places where the
early Christians celebrated Liturgy (Mass), candles
were also lighted at the tombs of martyrs.

Historians are saying that "there is evidence that it
candles or oil lamps were burned at the tombs of
saints, particularly martyrs, by the 200s, and before
sacred images and relics by the 300s.”

The flickering flame becomes a reminder to
the petitioner and all who see it that in the darkest
moment of a person’s life, Christ’s light shines, il-
luminating the darkness.

The candles also represent our prayers for

a deceased loved one and while they aren't a re-
quired element of prayer, the candles have a great
deal of symbolism and can comfort us in our moment
of sorrow.
Lighting candles for the dead has a long and rich his-
tory in the Catholic Church and is not meant to be any
type of superstition or ancestor worship, but is a re-
minder of Christ's light in this world and the next.
