Questiony About Our Faitiv

e  Father, | have a question, | was speaking to a Parishioner
who noticed that there are prayers in our black prayer
book that are not indicated to be for the Priest or the
People and are really small print. Are we supposed to say
these prayers or are they Priest prayers? If they are
Priest prayers, do you actually say them at that time in
the Liturgy or do you say them at another time?

The prayers that you are referring to are the Priest’s silent prayers

and yes, | really do pray them in the Liturgy are the appointed

time. Remember, that the Liturgy is celebrated by the whole
church; the people, the altar servers, the deacon, the priest(s), and
the Bishop.

In our parish, when the Deacon Paul is present and celebrates the

11:30 pm Liturgy, he is the Master of Ceremonie (MC) and he

leads 80-95% of the Liturgical Prayers. While the Deacon is saying

the Litanies, the priest is praying on behalf of the people all of
those silent prayers. You, would never notice any pause in the

Liturgy when a deacon is present. Occasionally at the Liturgy, you

notice a small pause, that is because your parish priest is

concluding one of those silent prayers.

e  Father, | have been listening to the Epistles for years....
Who are the Corinthians, the Colassians, Ephesians, the
Phillipians, the Hebrews, the Galatians, the Romans, and
the Thessalonians? Who are Timothy, Philemon, James,
Titus, John, Peter and Jude? Why are they relevant?

Let us begins with the word “Epistle,” which is Greek meaning
“letter.” St. Paul wrote letters to the people that were following the
teachings of Christ whom he taught and converted (or others) in
Corinth, Galatia, to those in Ephesus, Thessalonica, Colossae,
and to Romans in various places of the kingdom--but specifically
Rome. That is, these letters are to the established churches and
believers, some of whom were having troubles, some were doing
well. The Epistles of St. Paul pre-date the Gospels. Timothy was a
fellow worker and evangelizer with St. Paul. In some difficult situa-
tions when Timothy was alone, and St. Paul was evangelizing
elsewhere, St. Paul wrote to Timothy to encourage him. Titus was
a gentile who converted to Christianity and became a disciple. He
also was with St. Paul on one of his missionary journeys. St. Paul
wrote to Titus to help him evangelize others. Philemon was a man
of means of Colosse and because of his situation ONE letter is
written to him by St. Paul. In the Epistles, the next people were
Apostles who wrote these letters; St. James, St. Peter, St. John,
St. Jude who wrote letters to faithful people- not to St. Paul or from
St. Paul. Now there were many other letters written among the
Apostles and the faithful that were not included in the Holy Scrip-
tures, what you know as the Bible. The reason these letters are
included in the Canon is because we have something to learn from
them in our lifes that these same followers of Christ needed to
learn in their lives. In other words, these letters are productive for
our edification and the whole Church.

e |s it true, did Mary really know that the Son she was
about to give birth to, was to be the Light of the World
and also suffer a horrific death as a “Man?”

In short, yes. Remember that just because you don’t find some-

thing in the Bible does not mean it didn’t happen. Remember the

Holy Scriptures, the Bible, out of the Catholic Tradition which is

oral- there is so much more that is known than has been written.

of thisi is found in the prayers of the vespers for the Feast day of

Annunciation of Theotokos.

o Father, when did we people stop folding our hands in
prayer? Was there a reason?”
This is an interesting question and | hope | can answer it. | guess |
don’t really pay attention to what people are doing with their hands
when they are praying, whether at the Liturgy or otherwise. | am
usually focused on God and on what | am doing at the Liturgy. In
general, there is no mandated way to have our hands when we
pray. We can pray always, even while our hands are at work.
However, | will answer that if people are not folding their
hands while they are praying, | would recommend doing it for a
couple of reasons. 1) We are bodily beings. What we do with our
bodies does truly impact our souls. How we comport ourselves
helps to form our attitudes. If we act casual around certain people,
we will treat them and others casually. If we act formal around
people, we will be more formal to everyone. 2) We are also crea-
tures of habit. Teaching others to fold their
hands when they pray helps to, in the future,
keep our attention on the task of prayer. It is
so easy to get distracted. If people do not
fold their hands in prayer, | don’t know the
exact reason, but if | were to speculate a
couple reasons could be that they were not
taught how to or that they were taught, but
fell out of the habit. In any case, the im- I
portant thing is to focus our hearts and Wan the gt
minds on God when we pray.

Presentation of Jesus in the Temple
(The Feast of the Encounter)

This Sunday, the Eastern Catholic Church
commemorates the Presentation of Jesus in the Temple 40
days after His birth. This concludes the Christmas Cycle. For
example, carols are no longer sung and people once again
greet one another with “Slava Isusu Christu.”

On this Feast Day we remember the encounter
between the aged pious Simeon and Our Saviour. At that
time, it was the Jewish custom to present a couples’
newborn baby in the Temple in Jerusalem 40 days after
his/her birth.

As is customary, candles will be blessed on this feast
following Liturgies.These candles are available for a $2
donation. The purpose of the candles is to represent our
silent prayers and our hope that the Light of Christ is shining
brightly in our hearts and souls, destroying the darkness of
sin and evil in the world.

How are Christians to use these blessed Candles?

» On special occasions this candle can be lit as the center
of focus (at a meal table or at a prayer meeting).

» Before an icon during daily prayer.

« It can be placed in the Pascha brought for blessing at
Easter time.

» A child can have it lit on the anniversary day of his/her
Baptism.

« In time of distress, the family can light the candle - the
light is a sign of hope in times of trouble, especially during
a storm or when a loved one is traveling abroad.

« At the bedside of a sick person, providing that this candle
is in a safe place or container; some supervision or caution
is recommended because of the flammable materials.

* When a priest comes to bless a home with the Jordan
water blessing or visits a sick person.

« During scriptural readings done by the family or Bible
study group.

Sorokousty Lenten Memorial Service

In just a few short weeks, the holy season of the Great
Fast (Lent) will once again be upon us on Monday, March
3rd. As in the past, we will honor the memory of our
beloved deceased with Sorokousty Memorial Service at 9
a.m. on all Saturdays of Lent, starting with Saturday, March
8th. This is the service where Fr. lvan reads aloud in church
the names of the deceased. If you would like your deceased
family members commemorated during these services,
please submit your envelope with the names clearly listed.

Envelopes are included in your box of donation
envelopes. Please clearly PRINT the first names of the
deceased on the front. If there is no change from last year,
please check “same as last year” on the envelope.

According to the Fathers of the Church: The prayer
for the deceased is considered to be the most humble
request for those who are behind the margin of earthly
existence. Ephraim of Syria once said: “The Church
brings to us an important truth: the dead need prayers
and they are very comforted when we bring them alms
of remembrance. Moreover, they themselves come to us
for this prayer”. During this remembrance we are
entering into real communication with them. They are
very grateful to us for this. Remembering the fallen in
Christ, we affirm that we have not forgotten about
them, they remain an important part of our heart! We
all cannot be sure that we who are now praying for all
deceased loved ones - in a year, will perhaps need this
prayer as well, thankfully looking for Sorokousty service
from above in eternity.
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
