Dear parishioners, during this difficult time of war, in our
parish we have been completely united in our support for
our ancestral homeland and the people of Ukraine, who
are fighting for their freedom as we have had to do in the
past. It is incredibly important to continue support those
who are daily defending their independence and freedom.

One of the ways to provide support, which has become a
symbol of solidarity, this year in our parish of the
Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary in Perth Amboy,
New Jersey, USA, was the Christmas Nativity Play ( Vertep)
organized by the parish youth and our sisters Servants of
the Lord and the Virgin of Matara.

This year’s Christmas caroling became a way of providing
help to the Ukrainian defenders, as all the funds raised
were directed towards supporting the Armed Forces of
Ukraine. Our young carolers went from house to house,
holding a star that symbolized the birth of Jesus Christ, and
they managed to raise 10 thousand dollars.

Thanks to the efforts of our parish youth and the generous
donations of the parishioners, we were able to purchase
and deliver two vehicles to the front lines for combat
missions in the eastern and northern fronts.

One of the vehicles was given to Father Serhiy Bondarenko,
a chaplain of the 101st Brigade of the Territorial Defense of
Transcarpathia. We are grateful to Bishop Teodor
Matsapula from the Mukachevo Greek Catholic Diocese,
who visited our parish during the Christmas holidays,
helped purchase, and blessed the vehicle for our defending
soldiers.

The second vehicle was handed over to the fighters of the
Third Assault Brigade, whom our parishioner and youth
group member, Zakhar Dholoh, contacted.

A sincere thank you to everyone who contributed! Together
we can do more — and this is proof that even far from our
homeland, we can be part of a great struggle.

CONFESSION BEFORE PASCHA

A friendly reminder to make a confession before Pascha to receive Holy Communion. Anyone wishing to receive should go to
confession at least once during Great Lent. If you have been away from Holy Communion be sure to make a confession this week at

our Lenten mission.

HOW TO GO TO CONFESSION
Prior to going into the confessional, each penitent should make a good examination of conscience. A good review of the Ten

Commandments is helpful:

[) I am the Lord your God. You shall not have strange gods before Me. 1l) You shall not take the name of the Lord, your God, in
vain. Ill) Remember to keep holy the Lord’s Day. IV) Honor your father and your mother. V) You shall not kill. VI) You shall not
commit adultery. VII) You shall not steal. VIII) You shall not bear false witness against your neighbor. 1X) You shall not covet your

neighbor’s wife. X) You shall not covet your neighbor’s goods.

When you enter the confessional, sit or kneel down and begin with “Bless me, Father, for | have sinned. It has been (how
many weeks, months, years?) since my last confession. These are my sins.” You then tell the priest your sins, making special
mention of any mortal sins you have committed. So he’ll know when you're finished, you conclude with “For these and all my sins |

am truly sorry.”

The priest will give you a few words of encouragement and/or advice, and your penance, and then he will invite you to say the
Act of Contrition. When you are finished, he will give you absolution. You should make the sign of the cross when he gets to the part
that says. “I absolve you from your sins, in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.”
There — you've done it! It's as simple and as wonderful as that! Feel free to cut this out and bring it with you when y
