Parish Office Copier Update.
After more than fifteen years of service, our parish copier
has stopped working and replacement parts are no longer
available to repair it. After exploring different options,
the decision was made that instead of purchasing a new
commercial printer for several thousand dollars and
worrying about cartridges and service, we would lease a
machine for three years.

Fr. Ivaw's Corner

o At least twice in Scripture Christ calls his
own mother “"woman”: once at the
wedding at Cana and again at the foot of|
the cross. That would normally be noted
as being rude, disrespectful, and I wonder
how that made Mary feel. Never in
Scripture does he call her "mom.”

Indeed, to modern ears Jesus’ addressing Mary as

“woman” sounds a bit cold. But in Aramaic, the

language in which Our Lord spoke, it was actually a

term of respect — a normal, polite form of address,

as the New American Bible observes in a footnote

to John 2:4.

Jesus refers to his Mother in the same way from the

cross (“Woman, behold, your son” — John 19:26).

That context certainly shows the Jesus meant no

disrespect for his beloved Mother, since he wanted

to make sure that his beloved disciple would look
after Mary after Our Lord’s death, resurrection and
ascension into heaven.

The use of “woman” also recalls the language of

Genesis 2:22-23 and the first woman in the world.

Christian tradition refers to Mary as the new Eve,

the mother of all the living. That recalls Mary’s

exalted status in the Church and in the history of
salvation as the Mother of the Redeemer. Thanks for
your question and the opportunity to clarify a key

Marian point. God bless.

o Why are there no women cardinals or
priests? This goes against all the Scripture
teachings that we are all equal in the eyes
of God.

Women are equal to men in dignity, no doubt. But
being equal doesn’t mean being /dentical.

Jesus assigns distinct roles to different people in the

Church. His own relation with the Church is

portrayed as that of a groom with his bride (see

Eph 5:21-33).

Priests minister /in persona Christi (in the person of

Christ). As men, they more clearly express the

relationship of Christ (a male) to his Bride, the

Church. In any case, Jesus chose men as his first

priests (the apostles). They were also bishops, who

passed down the sacrament of holy orders through
ordination.

None of this is meant as a slight to women.

Scripture records that it was Mary Magdalene, after

all, to whom Jesus first appeared on Easter morning.

And women seemed to outnumber the apostles at

the foot of the cross on Good Friday—a show of

devotion that certainly brought some comfort to Our

Lord in his agony.

Moreover, the human person most venerated in the

Church (Christ is a divine Person) is not a man but a

woman: the Blessed Virgin Mary. That is hardly a

sign that the Church looks down on women.

o If I sin willfully for a long period after
receiving knowledge of the truth, but after
that period strive to stay away from sin for
the rest of my life, will I be saved?

God is always willing to forgive a repentant sinner,

even one who has sinned grievously for a long time.

We can think of the so-called good thief who was

crucified on Calvary. In his final moments he showed

a spirit of repentance and of trust in Jesus. Our

Lord’s reassuring answer: “Today you will be with

me in Paradise” (Luke 23:43).

That said, a person would want to avoid the
dangerous trap of presumption. If someone thinks
he could lead a life of sin now and count on the
grace to convert later, he is risking his eternal
salvation. God won't be played like a fool. If a
person decides to pursue a lengthy period of sin,
Our Lord might leave him to stew in his juices. The
grace of conversion is a gift, not a right.

So, it wouldn't be wise for someone to
presume that that grace will arrive in time to keep
him from eternal loss.

People tend to die as they live. And then
they deal with the consequences of their decisions
for eternity.

If people want to reach heaven, the time to
start living an upright life is now. We never know
when Our Lord will call us from this world.
